Welcome to 2015 Education Week

Education Week is a time to celebrate the achievements and suc-
cesses of our students, teachers and support staff across all NSW
public schools.

This
week at Tea Gardens Public School we have a number of different
activities planned celebrating the achievements and successes of
our students and staff.
